	 Stage 1:  Desired Results

	Lesson Standard(s) R 9-10. RI.2. “Cite strong evidence to support analysis (claim) of what the text says…”9-10. W2. “Write informative text to examine complex ideas (claim, evidence, warrants)…”9-10. SL1. “Initiate and collaborate in a range of collaborative discussions…”


	Objective: TSW read, analyze and write a well-developed paragraph/essay to support claim with evidence, warrants, and qualifications. TSW will share and discuss relevance of material with peers and others.


	Enduring Understandings: To be able to read, annotate make a claim and discern evidence and warrants. To write a well-developed paragraph/essay after reading.

	Essential Questions: Based on the article: What do you believe...How do you think the outcome effects individuals/society?


	Knowledge: Students need to know: The difference between argumentative and persuasive writing. How to make a claim, find evidence, warrants, and qualifiers. How to write an argumentative claim paper correctly in MLA format.
	Skills: Students need to be able to: Read, annotate, understand, make a claim, discover evidence, warrants, and qualifiers and write a well-developed paragraph/essay.


	Stage 2:  Assessment Evidence

	Lesson Assessment(s): Read & comprehend article: class discussion, annotated notes of article. Write, revise and self-edit claim of article.  6 Trait rubric- Ideas and Organization.


	Stage 3:  Learning Plan

	Pre-Reading: Hand out article based on lesson. Silent read. 

	During Reading: Teacher re-read out load while students annotate. Highlight article for evidence. Underline opinions, annotate own warrants. Teacher led discussion during reading.


	Post-Reading: Discuss the evidence, warrants, and how you qualify your claim. Use graphic organizer (t-chart) to prepare paragraph or essay. Write. Teacher discusses paragraph, format, and writing expectations.


	Closing: Ticket out: What is one thing you learned about writing an argumentative claim today that is of vital importance, why? What do you feel you can do well? What do you need more help understanding, why?



	Differentiation Notes

	Read silent then pair share main idea (claim). Work with partner to fulfill t-chart discerning evidence and warrants. Share class discoveries of evidence make qualifications as a whole group. In team tables give prompt and come up with one claim per team.
